Campus Life/Other – Some Questions To Think About…





What type of on/off campus housing is available? How is it accessed?  What about public transportation?


How large is the student body? The community?


What health, counselling, job placement, library and other services are available?


Is there a “frosh” orientation program? When?


What arrangements can be made for a campus visit?


What extra curricular activities are available?


Why should I consider your institution?


What type of academic/study tutorial support is available?


What programs and services are available for students with special needs or learning disabilities?


Typically, how many hours a week should be spent in class and/or home study?


When do I apply for residence?  Is there a separate application?


Can I choose my own room mate?








Financial Considerations 





Formal education beyond high school requires a tremendous investment of both time and money.


Most undergraduate university degrees require four years of study at a cost of approximately $14,000-$16,000 (tuition, student fees, room and board) a year for those whose studies take them away from home.  College courses range from one to two or three years in duration and costs will vary accordingly.

What are the factors considered in awarding scholarships?  To what extent are level 1 (enriched) courses considered?


What opportunities exist for in-house scholarships?


Does the community/city have a high cost of living?


When are scholarship recipients notified?


In general, what average should a student have to be considered for scholarships?


Which courses are considered for scholarship purposes?





Academic Programs – Some Questions to Think about….





What are the admission requirements for the programs in which you are interested?


What percentage of qualified applicants were admitted last year and what was the “cutoff” average?


Which programs have a cap on enrollment? How many will be accepted? How many applications are normally received?


Are alternatives offered if I am not accepted into my preferred program?


What factors, apart from grades, are considered for admission?


What is the dropout/program change rate?


To what extent is course counseling available?


How are advisors appointed?


What is the employment rate of graduates from the program(s) in which I am interested? 


Do you credit “advanced placement” courses?


Are coop programs available? How do you qualify?


To what extent do you accept transfer credits from other universities/colleges?


Are there special tests or interviews required for admission?


To what extent do you consider level 1 (enriched courses) in granting admission?


What is the average class size?


What compulsory courses must I take in the first year?
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
