NEWS ITEM


UNB Fredericton Advantage Program in the Faculty of Education Program (FEAA) for students interested in teaching:





UNB Fredericton’s B. Ed. Degree is now a 12 month program following the completion of an undergraduate degree.


Grade 12 students who have an 80% admission average to a program of their choice can be guaranteed a seat to UNBF’s Bachelor of Education Program.


Interested students are asked to indicate this program as their 2nd choice on the current application form.


Students must complete FEAA supplementary forms and submit by March 31st


Students must have a 3.3 G.P.A. (B) as a cumulative G.P.A. at the end of their undergraduate degree.

















Residence Information:





Please check the calendar and application forms carefully for information about living in residence.  Some universities have a place on the main application form to check “yes” or  “no” for additional residence information and supplementary forms will be sent to you in the mail.  However, other institutions, such as UNB, include a residence application as part of the regular application form, which can be mailed at the same time as your initial application to the university. 





Other Information:





Students requiring general or specific information about programs, universities or community colleges should make an appointment with a guidance counsellor.





Students must inform the Guidance Department in June to forward final marks to the institution they plan to attend next fall.  This applies to all students, even those who have been granted early admission and/or scholarships.





Students applying to UNBSJ can do an on-site registration at Hampton High School on Thursday, February 18th.  Students will have the opportunity to sign up for an appointment time to meet with admission personnel from UNBSJ.  Students will need a completed application form, processing fee and a transcript.  Applications will be processed on that day and students will be immediately informed of their admission status.








Scholarship Information:





1.  Any student applying for university entrance scholarships should submit applications at the beginning of Semester 2. 


 


To be eligible for entrance Scholarships, all students with an 80% average should apply.  Scholarship application deadlines vary by institution in the Atlantic Region.





2.  Potential Scholarship students who have been involved in a number of extra-curricular activities may want to do a short personal Activity Resume, listing awards, advanced/enriched courses taken, extra-curricular activities, etc.  A sample “Activity Resume” can be obtained from the Guidance Centre.





3.  Some institutions have separate forms for scholarship applicants.  Please see a counselor if you are unsure of the forms to use.  Potential Scholarship students applying to Mount Allison should inquire about procedures for obtaining references.  





It is the responsibility of the student to submit scholarship application forms where required well in advance of the deadline.  If reference letters are required, please ensure that you give plenty of advance notice to teachers.








Tips for Graduating Students and Parents:





1. Application deadlines are approaching quickly for those students attending university or college next fall.  Students are encouraged to pick up applications before or during exams in January. (See deadlines on the reverse side)





2.  Application forms for universities and colleges are available in the Guidance Resource Centre and can be picked up during the noon hour, breaks, before or after school.  Many universities now offer on-line registration and/or students may download application forms directly from the institutions’ website.





3.  Please review all sections of the application forms carefully and sign them before mailing.  Remember that students are responsible for mailing their application form with the appropriate application processing fee, and the Guidance Department will mail the transcript.





4.  Students must submit a “Transcript Requisition Form” (available in the Guidance Department) for each institution they have applied to, along with the voluntary transcript fee of $1 per copy which is donated to the Beautification Committee for the purchase of tress to be planted at Graduation.  A record of each transcript and the mailing date is kept on file in the Guidance Office.
