Averages
Weighted Average-

A weighted average is the average calculated on academic courses from grade 11 and 12, with 1.0 and .5 respectively added to the students average for each Advanced Placement (A.P.) and level 1 course taken. 

These averages are used to create the ranking of the top 15 students in the grade 12 graduating class, and these rankings are then sent out to Universities for scholarship purposes. 

Admission Average-

An admission average is calculated based on the courses required by a particular program, at a particular university or community college.  In calculating this average all levels of courses are counted the same.
