Post-Secondary Career Fairs
Local high schools counselors in conjunction with District 6, post-secondary institutions, and various other government agencies attempt to provide career exploration opportunities to high school students throughout their school career.  These events are advertised in schools and in some cases are provided to specific grade levels, and/or are available on a sign-up basis.

There are currently 4 annual career fairs available to students:

The New Brunswick Community College (NBCC) Open House – each fall high school students can attend NBCC Saint John to explore any number of programs offered at that campus.  Students can also register individually and participate in NBCC’s Student For A Day program by registering at www.nbcc.ca/sfad
Post-Secondary Day Expo – During the first week of November, representatives from over 50 post-secondary institutions assemble at HMCS Brunswicker to respond to students’ questions regarding programs, admissions requirements and scholarship procedures.  A parent evening is also held in conjunction with this event.
Careers In Health Fair – held every November is sponsored by Region 2 Atlantic Health Sciences Corporation.  This one day event allows students to explore health-related occupations.

Grade 11 Non-Traditional Career Fair – is held every spring for all grade 11 students in the District.  This career fair features all destinations with the exception of universities.
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
