Introduction:


In order to complete the keyboard portion of this course each class will be divided into two groups. These groups – A and B – will represent the following areas: keyboard, theory and history. This means that if A’s start on the keyboard on Monday, then B’s will be first on Tuesday.


Each day before separating to do day’s work, we will do ear training exercises with intervals and rhythmic dictation this routine is varied for projects, tests and video presentations. 
In nine weeks students are evaluated as follows:

20% - 2 keyboard tests
30% - 2 theory/listening tests

50% - 2 history/appreciation projects

Ear training:

· Intervals: 2nds, 3rds, 4ths, 5ths, 6ths, and 8ths (7ths) 
· Rhythmic dictation

Keyboards:

· Reading music in treble and bass clef

· Playing music with hands separately

· Playing music with both hands together

· We will use: Unit One and Two of the piano book
Theory:

· Treble and bass clefs, notes, ledger lines, intervals and note values

· Sharps, flats and naturals

· Bar lines and counting the beat

· 2 theory tests
History/Appreciation:
· Styles of music unit and assignments

· Voice types unit and assignments
· ‘Grease’  and ‘Stomp’ projects
· Maritime/Canadian musician project
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
