To pass this course and be eligible to take Math 113: Patterns & Relations you must achieve an overall grade of 60%.

Tests/Quizzes:

Generally, students will be given approximately one week’s notice before a test, but pop quizzes may be given at any time.  Review time will be provided before each major test to go over any questions/ problems that students have.  Students are responsible for their own review for quizzes.

Make-up tests will be scheduled within two days of the original test date, and will be written during the noon hour.  To be eligible to write a missed test, the student must have a doctor’s or parents note with a legitimate reason for being absent.  An unexcused absence (jigging, for example) will result in a zero for that test.

It is the student’s responsibility to make sure they are present for a make-up test.  If a student does not show up for the make-up test, a mark of zero will be assigned.   (The only exception to this will be if the student is absent with a valid excuse on the day of the make-up test, in which case a make-up test will be arranged for a different day)
Assignments:


I expect assignments to be handed in on the due date.  Students who are absent the day an assignment is due must pass in the assignment on the first day they return.  


Assignments not passed in on the due date are considered to be late.  An assignment that is one or two days late will receive a maximum mark of 60%.  An assignment that is more than two days late will receive a zero.  

Homework:


Homework is marked based on completion, not on accuracy.  These assignments will be discussed and corrected in class so that students have the correct information.

Warm-ups:

Warm-up questions will be given at the beginning of most classes.  Students may use their notes and texts to help them work out the question.  These questions will reflect the types of questions students can expect to see on their tests.  The questions will be reviewed in class and students are expected to record the correct solution in their warm-up book.  The student’s work will then be collected and marked based on completion. 

Absences:


Any student who is absent is required to bring in a note describing the reason for their absence.  It is the student’s responsibility to find out what work they missed.  This can be done either before or after class, not during class time.  

Extra Help/Tutoring:

There will be extra help everyday at lunch from 12:00 to 12:30.  This extra help sessions will be offered by various teachers in the school.  I will not have set times for extra help but will be made available as long as I am given adequate notice.


 Anyone experiencing difficulty should make certain that they ask for help when they first realize they are having trouble with the work.  Generally, one topic will lead to another, and a lack of understanding of the first topic will diminish the students’ ability to understand the next topics.  Students who wait until a day or two before a test to ask for help will find they have little time to learn all of the topics they have missed.  Also, due to meetings and various other obligations, I cannot guarantee extra help to those students who wait for the last minute.


Any student who fails a test, quiz, or assignment is strongly recommended to attend tutoring.  Topics that are tested throughout the semester will be on the exam as well.   Retests may be considered in some situations.  However, there will be no retests granted unless the student attends additional tutoring sessions.
