COURSE OUTLINE
Social Studies 9 will provide students with a basic understanding of the concept of identity. They explore this concept, particularly as it pertains to Canada and the effects its peoples, art, music, literature, geography, citizenship, political institutions, laws, rights and responsibilities have on identity. The study continues as students hypothesize about how Canada's responses to various environmental, economic, social, and political challenges and opportunities may affect future Canadian identity (see outline provided).
